Church of the Advent’s organ was installed in 2006 by Minnesota organ-
builder Daniel Jaeckel, with fifteen stops over two manuals and pedal.  
 
Church of the Advent is located at 118 North Walnut Street in Cynthi-
ana, approximately forty-two minutes (thirty-one miles) from Lexington. 
From Lexington, take the Paris Pike (US 27) toward Paris, turning left at 
the Paris bypass. Continue on US 27. From the bypass, turn left toward 
Cynthiana. After the road jogs left to the center of Cynthiana, turn right 
on Mill Street and go one block to Walnut Street.
